Muscle Hill yearling brings $125,000 at NZ sale 
The stock of Stallions Australasia sires MUSCLE HILL, 
LUCKY CHUCKY and WISHING STONE were greatly in 
demand by buyers at this week’s New Zealand yearling 
sales.

The MUSCLE HILL colt Legendary Lover (out of Love 
Ya Doosie) brought the top price for a trotter at the sales 
of $125,000 at the Australasian Classic Yearling Sale at 
Karaka.

While the MUSCLE HILL colt Jake The Mus (ex Majestic 
Kenny) and filly Aldebaran Rosa (ex Solar Powered) 
fetched $55,000 and $60,000 respectively at the Premier 
Sale in Christchurch.

LUCKY CHUCKY had four yearlings selling up to 
$35,000 at the sale. They included the filly Fortunato (ex 
Whosinthenest) who brought $35,000 at the NZ Premier 
and another filly, Maddy Junior (ex Madisonz Luck), who 
realised $26,000 at Karaka.

Goodman, a colt by WISHING STONE out of a Pegasus 
Spur mare, made $17,000 at the Auckland sale.
