MUSCLE HILL’s brilliant son Odds On Amethyst is the

fastest trotter in North America this year with a 1:52 score at The
Meadowlands on February 27. The four-year-old gelding also won
a $30,000 Open Trot at the Big M in 1:52.6 on March 28.

A Stakes winner at 2 and 3, Odds On Amethyst (ex Yankee
Glide mare) boasts lifetime earnings of $208,670.

Meanwhile, MUSCLE HILL’s outstanding daughter Mission Brief
Tr 2, 1:50.6 ($591,070) is back in work in Florida with the New
Jersey Sires Stakes in May her immediate target.

Champion trainer Ron Burke is fitting her for a tilt at the $1-million
Hambletonian.

“She’s done things that no other horse ever did,” Burke said. “I've
got some really good males trotters and they don’t even breath
the same air that she does. They don’t belong on the same track
with her!”

With only two racing crops, MUSCLE HILL has sired the winners
of more than $7-million, with 24 in the 1:55 list, eight in 1:53 and
18 $100,000 earners.

He boasts an impressive average of $66,674 per starter and
$44,171 per foal.

MUSCLE HILL was the premier sire of two-year-old trotters in
North America in 2014, and finished third on the three-year-old list
and seventh overall with $4.8-million.

Meanwhile, Glenferrie Burn, the first frozen semen foal of
MUSCLE HILL in Australia, notched her third lifetime success at
Tabcorp Park Melton on April 1..
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
